3.6 On occurrence of any sanctions/ disqualifications etc arising out from violation of integrity pact
Bidder(s)/ Contractor(s) shall not entitled for any compensation on this account.

3.7 subject to full satisfaction of the Principal, the exclusion of the Bidder(s)/ Contractor(s) could be
revoked by the Principal if the Bidder(s)/ Contractor(s) can prove that he has restored/ recouped
the damage caused by him and has installed a suitable corruption preventative system in his
organization.

SECTION 4 — PREVIOUS TRANSGRESSION

The Monitor is
under contractual obligation to treat the information and documents Bidder(s)/ Contractor(s) with
confidentiality.

8 .4  The Principal will provide to the Monitor sufficient information about all meetings among the
parties related to the project provided such meeting could have an impact on the contractual
relations between the Principal and the Bidder(s)/ Contractor(s).
