The Bidder(s)/ Contractor(s) will also grant the Monitor, upon
his request and demonstration of a valid interest, unrestricted and unconditional access to
his project documentation. The Monitor is under contractual obligation to treat the
information and documents Bidder(s)/ Contractor(s) with confidentiality.

8 .4 The Principal will provide to the Monitor sufficient information about all meetings among
the parties related to the project provided such meeting could have an impact on the
contractual relations between the Principal and the Bidder(s)/ Contractor(s).
